There will be a series of Tournaments across the State to which wrestlers 
can compete and score points based on placement.  Each tournament 
may be worth different points depending on format of brackets.  Please 
see Tournament information and points sheet on our website. 
 

Awards 
Wrestlers should try and compete at as many 
tournaments as they can to earn points 
based on their placement. Points will be 
tallied at the end of the Midwest Classic 
which is the final Tour of Nebraska 
tournament.  The awards will be given out at 
the end of the Midwest Classic Tournament.  
There will be 4 awards given per Grade 
division based on total points earned from 
competing in the tournaments listed in the series.  The top award will be a 
large plaque in the shape of Nebraska with all of the Tour of Nebraska 
Tournaments listed.  The other 3 awards will be smaller but similar. There 
will be pictures of the awards posted on the website. 
 

Rules of Engagement 
 
Basically each wrestler competes at the tournaments in their grade 
divisions and score points based on their placement but are competing 
against all others in their grade division for the Tour of Nebraska Awards.  
The Grade divisions are as follows: Pre-K, 1st-2nd, 3rd-4th, 5th-6th, 7th-8th and 
9th-12th.  There are 6 grade divisions competing. 
 
Each tournament may be set up a little different than others. See 
tournament fliers for details.  An Example is as follows:  Scottsbluff is 
running 5 man brackets with a champion of champions and runner-up vs 
runner-up to determine a top 4 placement on tour series points.  A wrestler 
will still get medals based on their placement in the 5 man bracket but if 
you place 3rd in a 5 man bracket you will not get any Tour Series points.  
Bayard and MWC are doing similar styles as Scottsbluff.
